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Introduction Content

Catford is a district in south east London, England, and the administrative centre of London Borough of Lewisham. 
The Catford Town Center is a priority area of regeneration. Meanwhile, residents in Catford are expericing a series of 
issues including food poverty & insecurity, older people isolation & deprivation and youth crime. The existing of 
community kitchens and community centers helps reduce these issues.

The project is developed in a semi-circle shape site, which surrounded by two rail roads and Catford Road and near 
a linear park and The Jubliee Grounds. The Ravensbourne river meanders through the site, due to potential flood 
risk to the buildings, the river channel is now covered. The circulation of the site is weak, aside from the main public 
connection at North, access is limited to entry through Ravensbourne Confluence Park at the middle west of the site.

In the Catford Town Centre Framework published by Lewisham Council in 2021, the princles of the framework of the 
site are including removing existing old buildings to fully utilize the site, creating more greenspace for local residents 
and unveiling the covered river. The site is planned for the construction of a series of mixed-use buildings, with 
community centers, studios, and other shared spaces on the ground floor, while new housing units and gardens 
will be located on the 1st floor. 

The Objective of this project is to maintain key strategies including unveiling the river, creating greenspace and 
growing space, new housing unit and community space, meanwhile creating community kitchen to address food 
poverty issues and offering solution for senior co-housing, retirees or those approaching retirement in Lewisham 
can choose to live corperative in co-housing project, to address older people isolation issues. By providing these 
communal spaces, strengthening the connection between individuals and Lewisham community.
